Any food that is served at your golf hole is subject to Health Department regulations. A food safety
information packet stating the regulations that must be followed is includkease complete the food
service application and return it to Andrea Baderts ¥Wayzata Chamber by January 21

Approximately 10 spruce trees will be delivered to your green to use to decorate your hole. You should be
aware that the use of an ice augeould be helpful in setting up the trees. Our permit requires that no

holes over 10 inches in diameter should be drilled in the ice and the holes must be at least 10 feet apart
from each otherAt the end of the day, you must put your trees in a pile onwayreen.
