Chamber 101

s What is the source of income
for the Chamber? Are you
part of the City of Wayzata?
I've heard these questions
several times from both mem-
bers and non-members. As an organization,
our mission is “to promote and advocate for the
interests of our members”. Maybe we need to
do a better job of telling you who we are. So
here we go with our lesson: Chamber 101.

A Chamber of Commerce is a non-
profit association that promotes business. It
offers professional people the opportunity to
get to know and do business with other
professionals. The classification is 501c6 which
is different from a charitable classification of
501c3. It is not an entity of any government
body. Although Chambers often work closely
with a city or other government bodies to
promote business, at times they may take a
stand against a proposal or action by a city
council or other body.

According to the bylaws, Chambers
are governed by a board of directors elected by
the members at an annual meeting. In
Wayzata, our nominations committee works
purposely to find board members who are
representative of our membership. For
instance, we look at length of time of member-
ship or in business; type of business; location of
business; involvement in Chamber activities
and leadership qualities. A board member
must be focused on the “big picture”, the
common good of the business community. The
board hires the President who works at the
direction of the board.

So now that you know who we are,
let’s look at our sources of income. First of all,
we receive no funding from any government
body. Our two primary sources of income are
membership dues and the net profit from
events. In 2011, membership dues are 53% of
our operating budget. Dues range from $295
to $715 per year depending upon the number
of employees of the business. The premise is
that a larger business has the ability to pay ata
higher base and receives more representation
based on the number of employees. In
addition, there is a community membership at a
rate of $140. Wayzata Chamber has many
community individuals who support the
Chamber and business community probably
due to our “small town” character.

Community event net income
provides for 36% of our operating budget. Just
to show you the importance of that amount,
the Chilly Open, Wayzata Art Experience,
James J. Hill Days, and the Towne Trolley net
incomes cover the cost of 2 full time staff
members. That's significant. Our program-
ming would look very different if we were
down to one staff member. Income from the
events comes from very generous sponsors and
event vendors. We are fortunate that
Woayzata businesses are supportive of these
events that are enjoyed by tens of thousands of
people annually.

The philosophy of our chamber over
the years has been to keep our dues as low as
possible so that our smallest businesses can
afford to join. Not only does the individual
business benefit from the affiliation, but also,
the “more the merrier” concept applies. More
means a “critical mass” of businesses to work
together for a common goal of success. As
member Greg Rye of R&R Business Develop-
ment says, ‘it is not enough to (just) join the
chamber. .. You build relationships and a
reputation by doing good things with other
people....and sooner or later they'll make a
referral because they trust you.”

So there you have it. I hope this is
helpful in defining our chamber. But more
importantly, thank you for your membership
and your sponsorships of events. Take advan-
tage of your affiliation and GET in the
Know...Get to KNOW...GET KNOWN
today!
