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Well, summer has
certainly arrived! Yes, it is hot
and humid, but it is not snow-
ing! My plants love the heat
and humidity (as long as I
remember to water and fertil-
ize them). They flourish in this environment.
In fact, I even have a little tomato blossoming
on my tomato plant!

When it comes to making our busi-
nesses flourish, I want you to know that the
vitality and success of Wayzata businesses has
been the focus of discussion at recent city coun-
cil meetings. Mayor Ken Willcox and council
members want to be supportive of our busi-
nesses while balancing the needs and ordi-
nances of the city.

The first topic was sidewalk seating
for restaurants and coffee shops, a welcome
addition during our summer season. The
council approved the sidewalk seating on a trial
basis for the 2011 season. The involved busi-
nesses will have to go back to the council in
early 2012 to continue the practice. The ques-
tion is the balance between using a public side-
walk for the benefit of a business. So far, it
seems to be working. We've heard only positive
comments from residents. Isn't it exciting to
see all the activity on the street?

Another topic of discussion has been
the use of the A-frame signs on the sidewalks.
City ordinances do not allow the signs, but
once again, the council is trying to be suppor-
tive. As you may have read in the Lakeshore
News, city staff, along with input from the
Chamber, is working on a solution to allow the
signs with some limitations regarding numbers
of signs and hours of display. Soon you will be
receiving a letter from the city regarding the use
of the A-frames. We think we have created a
reasonable policy for both the city and business.

As we notified you, the city held a
public meeting on July 12 to educate residents
and businesses on the Wayzata Blvd. project
from Central Avenue west to the intersection
with Highway 12. Construction is tentatively
scheduled to begin at the end of August or early
September and will be completed in 6-8 weeks.
The project involves resurfacing Wayzata Blvd.
and adding some sidewalks and narrowing the
street in some areas notably west of Barry Ave-
nue. Although there will be some inconven-
ience, it is NOT a comprehensive project like

the Superior Blvd and Lake Street project of
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2011. More detailed schedule information
will be made available once the project is bid
and a contractor is selected. We will keep you
informed.

Lastly, the Met Council Phase II
force main project on Lake Street has been
delayed until 2013. thanks to the efforts of
several Lake Street businesses that asked for
the delay to have another year to recover from
the effects of the economy of the past 3 years.

The project, extending from the beach area on
Grove Lane to the intersection of Broadway
will be done in the winter months of 2013. It
may be done at the same time as Phase III
which begins at Superior and Lake and ex-
tends east. That phase will be done in con-
junction with the Bay Center redevelopment
project.

The above support from the city is
appreciated as our businesses strive to recover
from the downturn in our national economy.
The message is clear: we all need to work to-
gether to be heard at city hall.

Speaking of working together, I
would like to take a moment to recognize a few
chamber members who have bolstered our
membership by recruiting new members this
year. First, a big thank you to Virginia Lord,
from Coldwell Banker Burnet for referring
FIVE new members so far this year! Asa
thank you, Virginia will receive a free member-
ship for 2012.
